3. Personality Development Program  –  Career Planning & Guidance Cell
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The IQAC played an instrumental role by completely implementation of MIS. IQAC has introduced multipurpose RF ID card which can be used as Library Card, Fee Card & Digital Identity Card. NAAC Steering Committee under IQAC has been constituted in view of third cycle of NAAC Accreditation. Upgradation of Common Rooms and Extension of Reading room has been undertaken at the suggestion of IQAC. Four new E-Classrooms, CCTV, Help-Desk and Digital Notice Board have been installed at suggestion. Motivational Work-Shop & Skill based Work-Shop were organised for students and non-teaching staff. A small Medical Care Unit has been established within the office of IQAC. Class Tests and Departmental Seminars of students were introduced with Power Point with the suggestion of IQAC.

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The College is putting emphasis on e-learning and trying to make it online and offline, virtual library more effective effort. Four new E-Class Rooms are added along with the existing three with automatic screens and projectors and to convert at least 4 Small Class Rooms into Class Rooms with Screens and Projectors. 7 small class rooms are refurnished with individual chairs with writing pads. All the departments have started organising student seminars. A few departments have organised UGC sponsored National Seminars. Teachers as well as students are encouraged to use the resources of National Digital Library as well as other e-resources.   
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The examination and evaluation system has been looked after by the affiliating university. It has introduced bar coded Answer Books. Else there is hardly any reform and improvement.
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The College is not entitled by the parent University to take up Research work of students. However, 5 Faculty members have got approval of their Minor Research Project from UGC and the allotment of fund is awaited. 12 Faculty members are supervising Ph.D. Research Scholars in their respective subjects. The Laboratories are utilised by the Ph.D. Scholars of parent university in their research experiments. The IQAC pushes the non-Ph.D. teachers to complete their research soon and encourages the faculty members to undertake different research projects. Research Corners have been established in all the laboratories of Science Faculty at the suggestion of IQAC. The IQAC, in compliance with RUSA has procured a lot of laboratory equipment, Books for the Library for the benefit of Researchers.
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Complete Computerisation has already been achieved in 2015-16. During  2016-17 complete MIS has been launched which captures the journey of a student from admission to the completion of his studies. MIS has been proving very helpful in the creation, updation, sharing and upkeep of DATA, A multipurpose RF identity card has been introduced for students and teachers. It serves as a Library Card/ Fee Card/ I-Card. It  is helpful for student for Fee Transaction, Issue of Books, Academic and Administrative purposes, Examination related works and Issue of Certificates. The College Library is using LIMS for all its operations.

IQAC ensures the information regarding Student Support Facilities to be given in the College Annual Prospectus.  The College Prospectus and College website also contains information about Student Support Services. Information about newly introduced facilities are given to the students through notices.
